· When a team qualifies to play a one-off matchup against a team of similar skill that it would not usually face in the regular season.
· A team qualifies by winning more total games than it has lost against its opponents in its subdivision. 
· The minimum is set at 5-7
· Teams with winning records always receive priority

· Losses in the conference championship game do NOT count
